In 2020, 
his short film Plot (Cone), a musical developed during the Sofilm genre writing residency, 
was produced by Canal+ as part of its collection and selected for the Clermont-Ferrand 
Short Film Festival. His latest work is the horror short film Lixivious, produced by the 
Spanish-based production company Bad Dogs Productions.
